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On soundness of Workflow nets

A WF net is sound iff

1. WF contains no dead parts (tasks that can never be executed), and

2. From any reachable state it is always possible to terminate, and

3. The moment the workflow terminates all places except the sink place (called end or out) are empty.

Remarks:

1. Soundness rules out logical errors such as deadlocks and livelocks.

2. Soundness is applicable to any workflow language.

3. Soundness does not guarantee that the workflow net behaves as intended.
